All LSFY101 instructors are encouraged to bring their students to the library and/or ask their liaison librarians
to visit their classes twice throughout the course of the term to help students begin to grasp the challenges of
college-level research and get to know the library’s resources. Understanding that incorporating all of the
content and skill-building demanded by LSFY101 can be a daunting task — particularly for new faculty — the
reference librarians offer these activities/assignments as possible ways to incorporate information literacy
skills — as well as the Augie Reads book, Dreams From My Father — into your syllabus.

These ideas are quite flexible. We are happy to work with you to modify the following suggestions or to
create a new plan based on the needs of your class.
