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E.  FIELDTRIPS

Whenever class material relates to a nearby exhibition I include fieldtrips as a valuable source of art history and inspiration. I also take part in organizing the departmental spring trip to Navy Pier Art Expo. We break up into small groups to tour other Chicago museums and galleries as well. The University of Iowa Museum of Art was a former destination for my class field trips until it was flooded several years ago. Now much of this collection is housed in the Figge Art Museum in Davenport and I take advantage of their free admission to college students, taking my classes on a regular basis.
